Our Lady
Queen of Angels Parish has compiled this booklet to help those who
are mourning the loss of their loved one to find consolation in our
Faith and to assist in the planning of the Funeral Liturgy as 1t will be
celebrated 1in our parish church.

Aron, or a representative of the parish, 1s glad to take the time to
meet with you 1n order to provide consolation 1n light of our Faith at
your time of loss as well as to assist you i planning the Funeral Mass
according to diocesan and parish guidelines and to answer any

particular questions.

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THE CATHOLIC FUNERAL RITES
A. The Vigil Service

The Vigil for the deceased typically takes place at the funeral home during the
visitation hours.The Vigil Iiturgy consists of readings from Sacred Scripture, as well as
prayers for the repose of the deceased.

B. The Mass of Christian Burial

The Mass of Christian Burial 1s at the center of the Funeral Rites. The Mass makes
present for us the Sacrifice of Jesus on the Cross which remains the source of our hope n
eternal Iife. The Eucharnist 1s where Christians encounter the Risen Lord Jesus who reveals
to us the new life of the Resurrection and where the Lord gives Himself to us as our
strength and nourishment. Funeral Masses are typically celebrated at Our Lady Queen of
Angels Parish at 10:30 am,Monday through Saturday. The time of the funeral 1s
determined by the funeral director and the parish. On certain Holy Days and Feasts,
funeral Masses are not permitted to be celebrated by Church norms.

I.  Planning the Funeral Mass

Often families are comforted by helping to plan the Funeral Mass and by mviting
family members or close friends to take some part in the Mass. Our parish 1s also
present to your family in our prayers and in those who will assist with and participate
n the liturgy.

The sections printed on the following pages explain the parts of the Mass where
you might like to make some selection of music or Scripture readings, and the
opportunities for you to invite others to participate.

Included with this booklet is a brief form that can serve as a guide in making

your choices. We encourage you to read over these next few pages and complete
the planning sheet. The funeral director and Fr. Aron are glad to help you.

II. Liturgical Music

Our organist will be glad to honor choices for hymns which you make from this

list. If you have any special requests, be sure to make them known and we will do
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our best to accommodate your wishes. Please understand that due to the fact that
the funeral Mass 1s a religious act, only hiturgical music from our Catholic tradition 1s
used.Songs that may not be appropriate for Mass, but have special meaning for
families, may be played at the funeral home after the Vigil Liturgy or during the
Committal Service at the cemetery.

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Scripture Readings

You may choose from among the readings which are listed beginning on
pagenine. Please make one selection each from the Old Testament and the New
Testament.(During the Faster season it 1s customary to utilize two New
Testament readings-the first from the Acts of the Apostles or the Book of
Revelation). If you prefer, you can also allow the priest who will celebrate the
Mass to select readings which he feels are most appropriate.

You can ask two friends or family members to serve as lectors(readers), one
who will read the first reading, and one to read the second. If you prefer, a
parish lector will be glad to fill that role. The priest will choose and read the
Gospel.

The Responsorial Psalm, sung after the first reading, is typically Psalm 23,
"T’he Lord 1s my Shepherd, there 1s nothing I shall want."

The Homily

The homily, given by the priest or deacon, 1s to "llumine the mystery of
Christian death in the light of the risen Christ"(CCC, 1688) as proclaimed in the
readings from Sacred Scripture. It 1s not a eulogy. The priest or deacon will
speak of the Paschal mystery and how it 1s made present in the life and death of
the deceased person.

The Offertory Gifts

After the homily the offertory rites begin. Our gifts of bread and wine
symbolize that the Lord takes what we offer Him and fills it with His Life. Some
members of the family(usually 2 or 3) are welcome to bring these gifts from the
offertory or gift table to the priest.

Personal Reflection(Eulogy)

Often families will take the opportunity to remember their departed one by
asking someone to offer a brief reflection on their life. The Vigil for the
Deceased or the Commuittal rites at the cemetery are the best times for
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mdividuals to give a eulogy or personal reflection in order to share
remembrances of the deceased. The remarks are to be simple, brief, and
prepared. During the repast, or meal that is often shared following the funeral,
there 1s also this opportunity.

VII. What does the Church teach concerning Cremation?

For various reasons a family may choose to have the body of their deceased
loved one cremated. For some this can be a difficult decision. Many Catholics
have questions about the Church’s teachings on the growing practice of
cremation. This 1s understandable since before 1963, the Church nsisted that
Catholics follow only the manner of Christ’s burial by either entombing or
burying the body. Even today, the Church acknowledges that “cremation does
not hold the same value” as this traditional way of allowing the body to go gently
back into the earth (Order of Christian Funerals, Reflections, p. 14.)

The revised Code of Canon Law of 1983 helps Catholics understand that the
1963 lifting of the prohibition forbidding Catholics to cremate their deceased
loved one’s remains was never imntended as an endorsement: “The Church
earnestly recommends the pious custom of burying the bodies of the dead be
observed, it does not however, forbid cremation unless it has been chosen for
reasons which are contrary to Christian teaching (Canon 1176.)” The Church
allows for cremation of the body, providing that family members making that
decision are not doing so because they fear the body 1s lost forever and has no
future together i Christ with the immortal soul.

Whenever possible, Catholics are encouraged to honor the body of their
loved one by bringing it to church for a Funeral Mass, after which the body may
be cremated. In situations where this 1s not possible, the cremated remains
should be brought to the church for the Funeral Mass.

Please feel free to discuss any concerns or questions which you may have
with Fr. Aron or the parish priest.

VIII. Treatment of Cremated Remains of the Body

The Church requires that these remains of the body be placed in a respecttul vessel
and treated mn the exact same way that a family would treat a body 1n a casket. Since the
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human body has an eternal destiny in any form, the Church requires that cremated
remains of a body be buried or entombed 1immediately after the Funeral in the same timely
manner as a body. Cremated remains of a loved one are not to be scattered, kept at home
or divided 1nto other vessels among family members, just as it 1s clear that these practices
would desecrate a body mn a casket. The Church allows for burial at sea, providing that the
cremated remains of the body are buried in a heavy container and not scattered.

All of these teachings on the treatment of cremated remains of the body correspond
with the Christian’s foundational belief in eternal life—both body and soul—in Jesus Christ
among the Communion of Saints.

IX. The Committal or Burial Service

The cemetery or place of burial 1s where we celebrate the Rite of Commuttal. The
prayers of this last farewell, which often include a blessing of the grave, 1s normally
celebrated by the priest.

X. The Funeral Luncheon or Repast
If you so desire, the ladies of our Society of Angels will arrange for the family of the

deceased, a repast, upon availability of our facilities. They will provide information
concerning the costs.

For if we have grown into union with him through a death like his,
we shall also be united with him in the resurrection. We know that our old self was
crucified with him, so that our sinful body might be done away with, that we might
no longer be in slavery to sin. For a dead person has been absolved from sin. If,
then, we have died with Christ, we believe that we shall also live with him. We know

The Spirit itself bears witness with our spirit
that we are children of God, and 1if children, then heirs, heirs of God and joint heirs
with Christ, 1if only we suffer with him so that we may also be glorified with him. I
consider that the sufferings of this present time are as nothing compared with the
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glory to be revealed for us. For creation awaits with eager expectation the revelation
of the children of God; for creation was made subject to futility, not of its own
accord but because of the one who subjected it, in hope that creation itself would be
set free from slavery to corruption and share 1n the glorious freedom of the children
of God. We know that all creation 1s groaning in labor pains even until now; and not
only that, but we ourselves, who have the first fruits of the Spirit, we also groan
within ourselves as we wait for adoption, the redemption of our bodies.

A Reading from the Letter of Paul to the Romans

What then shall we say to this? If God 1s for us, who can be against us? He who did
not spare his own Son but handed him over for us all, how will he not also give us
everything along with him? Who will bring a charge against God's chosen ones? It 1s
God who acquits us. Who will condemn? It is Christ(Jesus) who died, rather, was
raised, who also 1s at the right hand of God, who indeed mtercedes for us. What will
separate us from the love of Christ? Will anguish, or distress, or persecution, or
famine, or nakedness, or peril, or the sword? No, 1n all these things we conquer
overwhelmingly through him who loved us. For I am convinced that neither death,
nor life, nor angels, nor principalities, nor present things, nor future things, nor
powers, nor height, nor depth, nor any other creature will be able to separate us
from the love of God in Christ Jesus our Lord.

A Reading from the Letter of Paul to the Romans

None of us lives for oneself, and no one dies for oneself. For if we live, we live for
the Lord, and if we die, we die for the Lord; so then, whether we live or die, we are
the Lord's. For this 1s why Christ died and came to life, that he might be Lord of
both the dead and the living. For we shall all stand before the judgment seat of God;
for 1t 1s written: "As I live, says the Lord, every knee shall bend before me, and every
tongue shall give praise to God." So(then) each of us shall give an account of

For that which 1s
corruptible must clothe itself with incorruptibility, and that which is mortal must
clothe itself with immortality. And when this which 1s corruptible clothes itself with
mcorruptibility and this which 1s mortal clothes itself with immortality, then the word
that 1s written shall come about: "Death 1s swallowed up 1n victory. Where, O death,
1s your victory? Where, O death, 1s your sting?" The sting of death 1s sin, and the
power of sin 1s the law.

For we know that if our earthly dwelling, a tent, should be destroyed, we have a
building from God, a dwelling not made with hands, eternal in heaven.So we are
always courageous, although we know that while we are at home in the body we are
away from the Lord, for we walk by faith, not by sight.

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we would rather leave the body and go home to the Lord. Therefore, we aspire to
please him, whether we are at home or away.
